Proposal  Erection of greenhouse with cold frames

Location Amherst Court, Bedlam Lane, TN27 9DA 

Proposal  Listed single-storey side extension and associated internal alterations to 
create an improved kitchen, living and dining area including word burner flue. 
Changes to ground floor fenestration on the west elevation. Weatherboard 
repairs and rainwater guttering replacement following the demolition of an 
existing side conservatory.
